ERBUS wins 8 inventor awards 

After a visit to a prominent inventor's conference, ERBUS Inc. is going to have to clear some space on its trophy shelf. 

The Edina company, which makes a mobile utility system for civil-defense and disaster-recovery purposes, took home no fewer than eight awards from the International Invention & New Product Exposition in Pittsburgh. Honors included the Grand Prix, medals for industrial and personal safety, and Woman Inventor of the Year for ERBUS founder Deborah Yungner. 

Yungner launched ERBUS (Emergency Response Backup Utility System) as a way to provide a mobile source of power, communications, and clear air and water to emergency workers. The product takes the form of a trailer that includes generators, satellite links and water filtration systems.
