Humanitarian Invention to be Exhibited at 
The Bakken Museum’s Science Expo
Minneapolis, MN, May 31, 2005 – The Bakken Museum announces that ERBUS™, an emergency backup utility system invented by Deborah Yungner of Minneapolis, will be exhibited at The Bakken Museum’s “Electricity and Magnetism at Work in Transportation” science expo on Saturday, June 4 from 11am-3pm, where you can learn about the exciting future of transportation technology.
Throughout the past decade, countless environmental disasters, crises and terrorist acts have plagued the world.  In these events, many suffered because they could not receive the amount of aid and basic needs that were necessary in an adequate amount of time. ERBUS, serving as a first response system, would enable emergency managers to respond quickly and effectively in disaster situations.

ERBUS recognizes the logistical burden and need to respond quickly in an emergency situation - getting people and tools on the ground at the same time in the initial critical hour to assist in the rescue, recovery, and reconstruction efforts.  The humanitarian technology™ of ERBUS  was developed in an effort to help provide smart, reliable and innovative emergency management tools to aid the industry and at the same time promote social responsibility and generosity in tragic situations.

ERBUS would provide the critical resources necessary for survival including potable purified water, electric power, filtered air, and communications. It could also serve as a shelter enclosure, clinic, counseling center, or shower facility. The portable, self-contained unit is designed to be positioned in any disaster area and can be transported via air, land or water.
